Adjudicator’s Music 
   A copy of the music to be played must be brought for the adjudicator. 

All copies must have in large print the Class number and the Competitor’s number 
and name clearly marked (in that order in the top right hand corner).  The page 
number should be given if music is in an album. The use of photocopied music on 
the stage is not permitted. 

 

Titles Titles and composers must be given with entries. 
In the case of Recitals: Please put entries in the order they are to be played. 

 

Definition of Classical Music 
“Classical” is taken to mean Composers before Schubert. “Romantic or Modern” is 
taken to mean works by Composers from Schubert onwards. 

 

Special Awards 

F.H. Taylor Cup and $15 will be awarded to the most promising North Shore 
pianoforte competitor between the age of 10 and under 16 years. 
Competitors must live within the North Shore City Boundaries or be a pupil of a 
Teacher on the North Shore.

31 SENIOR 18 years and over  Entry Fee $8 
 

Competitors to prepare and present a recital lasting not less than 15 minutes nor more 
than 20 minutes.  Marks will be awarded for choice, presentation and musicianship. 
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32  SONATA RECITAL  16 years and over Entry Fee $17 

Competitors must also enter and play in at least one other Class 
 

Competitors are to play the first movement only at the first session, but must be 
prepared to play more if requested by the Adjudicator.  Recalls will play the whole 
Sonata on the Final night. 
Winner to receive the N.Z. School of Music Cup and $500, second prize $100 and third 
prize $50. 

 

33 ACCOMPANIMENT 14 and under 18 years

34 ILT PACANZ YOUNG PERFORMER OF THE YEAR AWARDS 
2012 CRITERIA FOR PIANOFORTE   Entry Fee $11 

 
The Winner and Runner-up in this Class may be eligible to be nominated as the 
Society’s Representative in the ILT National Young Performer of the Year Contest to 
be run in Invercargill in October.  Special Conditions do apply.  
Providing the Adjudicator is satisfied that the Criteria has been met in full the Society 
will pay a part of the Entry Fee for the Competition.  Nominees are responsible for 
their own transport and accommodation.  
 
A. Performers shall be 15 and under 21 years as at 1st October 2012. 
B. Each competitor shall perform a programme with a maximum time of twenty 

minutes. There will be a percentage mark given for the complete programme.  
A penalty of 5 marks will be imposed if the time is exceeded by 30 seconds or 
more. 

C. The programme should consist of three contrasting pieces from different 
periods of musical history, i.e. Baroque, Classical Romantic, 20th Century or 
Contemporary. 

 
Please Note:  The same item may not be performed twice in the Competitions 
 
Direct Entry :   If the adjudicator considers that more than two competitors have 
reached a sufficient standard the Adjudicator may report to the Committee that 
those Competitors should be given the opportunity of a Direct Entry. 
The Direct Entry Competitor will be responsible for paying the full entry fee, i.e. 
$120.00 inc GST.
